Dear Ms. Ayers:

The Department of Natural Resources (DNR) requests that your agency provide state, health-
based groundwater quality standard recommendations for 40 substances (Attachment 1),
provided adequate toxicologic information is available. These substances have been found in, or
are considered to have a reasonable probability of entering the groundwater resources of the
state.

The list of substances in Attachment 1 has been prioritized by category, in accordance with ch.
160, Stats. Other available information, such as whether a lifetime health advisory level or US
Environmental Protection Agency reference dose had been established for the substance, and
statewide occurrence of the substance in groundwater, was considered in prioritizing the list.

Substances on the attached list in category Il, ranked high, have been detected in drinking water
wells in Wisconsin. Therefore, we request that those category Il high ranked substances be given
priority and that your recommendations for those substances be transmitted to DNR as a set as
soon your review is complete.

We appreciate your assistance and look forward to working with you in our joint effort to protect
public health and the environment. The DNR does not intend for this submittal to delay your
efforts to provide the DNR with recommendations on the Cycle 10 request we submitted to you
in 2018.
