4. Town of Radisson ADA Paddlecraft Site 

and Parking Area COST AMENDMENT: 
Federal Sport Fish Restoration funding 
approval has taken longer than expected 
and materials costs increased 
exponentially in the last 6 months. This 
project was not one of the FY21 
approved projects that benefitted from 
the canoe/kayak launch policy change. It 
is eligible for the higher percentage of 
funding.    
  

5. Town of Elcho Upper Post Lake Boat 
Landing Improvements:  This main 
launch on Post Lake is becoming 
deteriorated.  Power loading and ice 
shoves have created increased washouts 
that need repairing.  This project will 
cover improvements to the launch and 
parking lot that will meet ADA standards 
The existing boarding dock will be reused 
because it is still in good condition. 

 
6. City of Boscobel Wisconsin River Boat 

Launch Improvements: Project will 
address congestion between boaters and 
paddlers and the siltation of the access 
channel to the main river from the launch 
area.  There will be a separate paddle 
craft area developed, the launch will be 
moved over and a another launch lane 
will be added, a boarding dock will be 
installed in the boat launch area, the 
parking lot will be reconstructed to 
facilitate better traffic flow and more 
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logical parking, and the access channel 
to the main waterbody will be dredged. 

 
7. Village of Chenequa Pine Lake Launch 

COST AMENDMENT:  Requesting a cost 
amendment due to bids coming in much 
higher than original estimates.  There has 
also been additional erosion, so a new 
concrete abutment is needed, along with 
a new dock, LED lighting and the 
installation of riprap.  This will improve 
the accessibility for all at this launch. 

 
8. Town of Packwaukee Freedom Road Boat 

Landing Ramp Replacement: This project 
will replace aging launch pads to address 
issues of boaters getting trailers stuck on 
the ends.  The new pads will be 32’ long. 

 
9. City of Madison Spring Harbor Channel 

Dredging:  The use of sand for roadways 
in winter has increased the siltation at this 
launch.  The City will dredge the channel 
and remove 5’ of siltation, creating a 
channel depth of 8’.  This will be done to 
maximize the length of time between 
dredgings. 

 
10. White Ash Lake P&R District Channel 

Dredging between White Ash Lakes:  The 
P&R District plans to dredge a 20’ wide 
and 4’ deep channel between the two 
sections of White Ash Lake. 

 
11. Phantom Lakes Management District 

Harvester & Trailer Acquisitions: The 
Management District will acquire an 
additional 7’ harvester to assist their 10’  
27 year old harvester currently in use.
