The installation of rip rap lined ditches will help move water away from the trail sections to
lower common ground consisting of VsC, SnB, and SnC type soils.

Work area will start on the east end of trail at 45.887161,-88.272413 and head west for approximately 1200' to end/start
point 45.88842,-88.27607. Starting at the last location and heading south for approximately 525' to end point located at
45.887312,-88.277155.
