Culvert Notes:

The culvert placement and installation will mimic the natural
streambed and gradient above and below the culvert.
During the placement of the structure, the removal of trees,
and other shoreline vegetation above the ordinary high

water mark will be minimized to the greatest extent possible.

Both ends of the culvert shall be installed so a min. of

4" and and max. of 8" lies below the bed of the waterway.
Clean fill material shall be firmly compacted around the
culvert. The culvert shall extend at least 1’ beyond the fill.
The culvert shall be designed or protected to prevent
crushing.

The channel shall be protected with variable—sized riprap
extending horizontally at least 2x the culvert dia. from the
end of the culvert. Riprap placement shall include a filter
fabric underlayment.

Dredging and deposition of sand, gravel or stone on the
streambed will be limited to the volume necessary to bury
the culvert and area immediately underneath or within 2’ of
the culvert.

After culvert installation, all areas of exposed soil shall be
seeded and mulched.

No construction activity may occur from April 1 through
June 1 to minimize adverse impacts on fish movement,
spawning, egg incubation periods and high steam flows.
