The purpose to move the trail is to have it in a safer location away from traffic and plowed roads. The club would
contract our the removal of stumps and slash from a recent timber sale making way for a better snowmobile trail. The
total length is approximately 4,325 feet long and no more than 15 feet wide. There is likely to be no miles lost or gained
on this trail move. This section of trail (Trail K) is a connector route to Jackson County.

SNARS lists the Ballard Rd section as Integral Road Route. This project would move the trail off of the roads.
