2) Each licensee shall keep records of the number of each variety of fish taken under his or her sport trolling license and other information that the department requires and shall report to the
department on forms provided by the department on or before the 10th day of each month on the records for the preceding calendar month. The licensee is responsible for the number of fish
taken and shall be held to account for the number.
