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The Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources (DNR) surveyed Lake Mohawksin in Lincoln County between April 22-
June 6 to assess the gamefish and panfish populations. Lake Mohawksin is a stained, soft water reservoir on the
Wisconsin River, with water levels maintained by a dam. The lake has predominately sand substrates along with some
gravel and muck. The lake has a surface area of 1,910 acres, 35.2 miles of shoreline and a maximum depth of 25 feet.
Lake Mohawksin's Walleye and Muskellunge populations are sustained through natural reproduction.
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Length (Inches) An estimated 16% of adult Walleye were 15 inches or
longer. The largest Walleye caught was a 27.2-inch

and those of unknown sex > 15 inches in length. female.
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Survey sampling conducted through June 6 resulted in 272 50

Smallmouth Bass being caught. Of the 272 caught, 268
were considered adults at eight inches or larger, and 63%
were 14 inches or longer; the largest measuring 18.7
inches. During the late spring electrofishing surveys, adult

Other Species

In addition to the gamefish mentioned above, fyke netting and electrofishing sampling efforts in Lake Mohawksin resulted
in the catch of 19 pan- and non-gamefish species. Bluegill, Black Crappie, Yellow Perch and Pumpkinseed were
common in survey catches. Other species caught included: Rock Bass, White Crappie, Bowfin, White Sucker, Black
Bullhead, Yellow Bullhead, Burbot, Golden Redhorse, Shorthead Redhorse, Silver Redhorse, Golden Shiner, Logperch,
Troutperch, Northern Hog Sucker and Brook Trout.

A creel survey will be conducted on Lake Mohawksin throughout the 2022-23 fishing season, in which a creel clerk will
count and interview anglers and examine their catch. The information gathered will be used to estimate angler fishing
effort, catch and harvest.
